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ISLAND is a program that enables users to create subsets to their own specifications from a large raw data file.  From www.datalib.ubc.ca , the Data Services home page, select Data on the Web.  There are listed the four Statistics Canada surveys accessible with ISLAND:

· Census of Canada, 1971-1996

· Survey of Consumer Finances, Individuals Aged 15 and Over, with and without Income, 1981-1997

· Survey of Consumer Finances, Survey of Family Expenditure, 1990-1992

· Household Internet Use Survey, 1997-1998

1. Do not forget to put your e-mail address at the top of the form.  Type it again if you erase your work for any reason.

2. SELECT CASES by filling in a box or highlighting menu selections.

3. SELECT OUTPUT VARIABLES by putting a check mark in the little square.

3. Earnings above zero and worked at least one week in 1995

The dataset should be a sample of men and women aged 25-65 who were born in Asia, immigrated to Canada during the period 1991-1996, identified themselves racially as Chinese, Indian, Filipino and Vietnamese, worked at least one week in 1995 and live in English-speaking regions of Canada.  For the Chinese ethnicity, I’d like to separate those coming from People’s Republic of China and Hong Kong, if at all possible.
