Using B20/20 Data

on the Data Centre’s Website
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Beyond 20/20 is a table-browser that Statistics Canada has chosen to package with a number of its aggregate data files.  Once you ‘have the hang’ of it, you should find it easy to use.  For the purposes of this exercise, you will be taken through several screens and asked to perform certain tasks to produce information for the Ottawa-Hull CMA.  Once you have done that, you will be asked to choose another CMA and repeat the exercise.  
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Open the Data Centre’s web page (www.carleton.ca/~ssdata) and click on Data on the Web (B2020 Format).  You will be presented with a list of options.

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Click on it once more and you will be taken to the University of Ottawa’s Data Services. Scroll down the page until you see Common Offences, Census Metropolitan Areas, 1991-1995 [image: image5.png]-anada - Netscape MEIE
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and click once again.

You will produce the following table:
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The beauty of B20/20 is that it is easy to customize the table to show just what you want in the way that you want it.  What we’re interested in the actual number of crimes for the Ottawa-Hull CMA.  B20/20 uses the ‘drag and drop’ method of navigation (just like playing solitaire).  To find Ottawa-Hull, hold your cursor over CMA and drag down the table, on top of where OFFENCES currently sit.

That will produce the following:
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Move the cursor down until you come to Ottawa-Hull.  Click on it to highlight it.

Go to the top of the page and click Item and Show on the drop-down menu.
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Your table should now look like this:
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Next, drag STATISTICS over to where CMA is, and highlight Actual.  As before, click Item and Show.  Your table will morph into the following:  
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Not very interesting yet, but we’re getting there.  What you want to end up with is a table with offences down the right-hand side and years across the top.  Since we’re only dealing with Ottawa-Hull and actual offences, we can forget about CMA and STATISTICS.  To do that, drag OFFENCES on top of STATISTICS to produce:
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Finally, drag YEAR on top of CMA and you will have the table we’d like to use.
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Using the table (and remembering you need to scroll both down the offences and across the years), answer the following questions:

· In which year was the number of common assaults the highest?  ________

· Which crime is the most common?  ____________________

· Overall, are sexual assaults increasing or decreasing?  _________________

· What about impaired driving?  _______________________

Now, highlight one crime (your choice) and use the little chart icon at the top of the page to make a bar chart.

Finally, if you have time, close the table and repeat all the steps above with another CMA.
